1. Refiro-me à revisão de final de período da medida antidumping aplicada às importações
brasileiras de aço GNO, comumente classificadas nos subitens 7225.19.00 e 7226.19.00 da Nomenclatura
Comum do Mercosul – NCM, originárias da Alemanha, China, Coreia do Sul e Taipé Chinês, objeto dos
Processos SEI nº 19972.000172/2024-08 (restrito) e nº 19972.000173/2024-44 (confidencial).

2. Nos termos do art. 167 do Decreto nº 8.058, de 26 de julho de 2013, notifico que o Comitê-
Executivo de Gestão da Câmara de Comércio Exterior, decidiu, por meio da Resolução nº 758, de 10 de
julho de 2025, publicada no Diário Oficial da União de 11 de julho de 2025, encerrar a revisão com a
prorrogação do direito antidumping definitivo, por um período de até 5 anos, a ser recolhido na forma de
alíquota específica, no montante indicado no art. 3º e determinar à Secretaria de Comércio Exterior do
Ministério do Desenvolvimento, Indústria, Comércio e Serviços, nos termos de suas competências, iniciar
procedimento de avaliação de interesse público, com vistas a avaliar o impacto de eventual aplicação de
direito antidumping nos montantes recomendados no Anexo I da Resolução nº 758, de 10 de julho de 2025,
sobre os agentes econômicos pertencentes à cadeia de produção, distribuição, venda e consumo em que se
situa a indústria doméstica da Resolução.

Pursuant  to  art.  167  of  Decree  No.  8,058  of  July  26,  2013,  I  hereby  notify  you  that  the  Executive  
Management  Committee  of  the  Foreign  Trade  Chamber  decided,  by  means  of  Resolution  No.  758  of  July  10,  2025,  
published  in  the  Official  Gazette  of  the  Union  on  July  11,  2025,  to  conclude  the  review  with  the  extension  of  the  
definitive  anti-dumping  duty,  for  a  period  of  up  to  5  years,  to  be  collected  in  the  form  of  a  specific  rate,  in  the  amount  
indicated  in  art.  3,  and  to  order  the  Secretariat  of  Foreign  Trade  of  the  Ministry  of  Development,  Industry,  Commerce  
and  Services,  within  the  scope  of  its  powers,  to  initiate  a  public  interest  assessment  procedure,  with  a  view  to  evaluating  
the  impact  of  a  possible  application  of  anti-dumping  duty  in  the  amounts  recommended  in  Annex  I  to  Resolution  No.  
758  of  July  10,  2025,  on  the  economic  agents  belonging  to  the  production,  distribution,  sales,  and  consumption  chain  
in  which  the  domestic  industry  of  the  Resolution  is  located.

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GECEX RESOLUTION NO. 758 OF JULY 10, 2025
 Published in the Official Gazette on July 11, 2025

Extends, for a period of up to 5 (five) years, the definitive anti-dumping duty applied to Brazilian imports of flat-rolled silicon steel, known as magnetic, non-oriented grain (GNO
steel), originating in Germany, China, South Korea and Chinese Taipei, and decides, for reasons of public interest, to maintain unchanged the amounts currently applicable to

imports originating in China.

THE EXECUTIVE MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE OF THE CHAMBER OF FOREIGN TRADE, in exercise of the powers conferred upon it by art. 6, paragraph VI, of Decree no.
11,428, of March 2, 2023, and art. 2, paragraphs VI and VIII, of Annex IV of Gecex Resolution no. 480, of May 10, 2023; in view of the provisions of art. 3, paragraph III, of
Decree no. 8,058, of July 26, 2013; as well as considering the information, reasons and grounds present in Annexes I and II of this resolution and in DECOM Opinion No.
1,203/2025 and SEI Technical Note No. 1307/2025/MDIC, and the deliberation at its 226th Meeting, held on June 30, 2025:

Art. 1º Extends for a period of up to 5 (five) years, the application of the definitive antidumping duty applicable to Brazilian imports of flat-rolled silicon steel, known as
magnetic, non-oriented grain (GNO steel), commonly classified under subitems 7225.19.00 and 7226.19.00 of the Common Nomenclature of Mercosur - NCM, originating from
Germany, China, South Korea and Chinese Taipei.

Art. 2º Maintains unchanged, for reasons of public interest, in accordance with item III of art. 3º of Decree No. 8.058, of July 26, 2013, the amounts of the definitive antidumping
duty applied to Brazilian imports of GNO steel originating in China, until the final deliberation of this collegiate body within the scope of the procedure dealt with in art. 5º of this
Resolution.

Art. 3. Establishes that the definitive antidumping duties referred to in articles 1 and 2 must be collected in the form of a specific rate, fixed in US dollars per ton, according to
the amounts specified in the following table:

Sole Paragraph. The tariff classification referred to in Article 1 is merely indicative and has no binding effect on the scope of the antidumping measure.

Art. 4. Makes public the facts that justified the decisions contained in this Resolution, as set out in Annexes I and II.

Art. 5 The Foreign Trade Secretariat of the Ministry of Development, Industry, Commerce and Services, within the scope of its powers, shall initiate a public interest
assessment procedure, with a view to assessing the impact of any application of anti-dumping duties in the amounts recommended in Annex I of this Resolution on the
economic agents belonging to the production, distribution, sales and consumption chain in which the domestic industry is located.

Art. 6 This Resolution shall come into force on the date of its publication.

The antidumping duty review process applied to Brazilian imports of flat-rolled silicon steel, known as magnetic, non-oriented grain (GNO steel), commonly classified under
subitems 7225.19.00 and 7226.19.00 of the MERCOSUR Common Nomenclature - NCM, originating in Germany, the People's Republic of China, South Korea and Chinese
Taipei, was conducted in accordance with the provisions of Decree No. 8,058 of July 26, 2013. Detailed information regarding the conclusions on the matters of fact and law

regarding the decision is provided below. The documents related to the administrative proceeding were attached to the electronic records of SEI Proceedings No.  
19972.000172

 /2024-08 (restricted) and 19972.000173/2024-44 (confidential).

1. BACKGROUND

1. Exports to Brazil of flat-rolled silicon steel, known as magnetic, with non-oriented grains, hereinafter referred to as "GNO steel", commonly classified under subitems
7225.19.00 and 7226.19.00 of the Common Nomenclature of Mercosur - NCM, were the subject of previous dumping investigations conducted by the Department of
Commercial Defense (DECOM).

1.1 From the original investigation of dumping of exports from the People's Republic of China, South Korea and Chinese Taipei, and the public interest assessment

2. On April 19, 2012, through the Circular of the Secretariat of Foreign Trade (SECEX) No.  
18

  , of April 17, 2012, an investigation was initiated to determine the existence of
dumping in exports to Brazil of GNO steel, originating from the People's Republic of China (China), South Korea and Chinese Taipei, and evidence of damage to the domestic
industry resulting from such practice, based on a petition filed by the company Aperam Inox América do Sul SA (Aperam).

3. Having verified the existence of dumping and damage to the domestic industry resulting from such practice, through the Resolution of the Foreign Trade Chamber (CAMEX)

  , of July 16, 2013, published in the Official Gazette of the Union (DOU) of July 17, 2013, the investigation was closed, with the application of definitive anti-dumping
duty, collected in the form of specific fixed rates, in the amounts specified below:
