4.1 Section 57 “Anti-dumping duty shall be collected for a period not exceeding five years from the effective date or
from the date on which the results of the last review, which considered both dumping and damage issues, come into force,
except when the Committee deems it appropriate to review or when a person or group of persons requests, on behalf of
the domestic industry, to review within the time specified by the Ministry of Commerce and the Committee decides that the

cessation of anti-dumping duty collection will cause dumping and damage to continue or to return. The review must be

completed within one year from the date of the announcement.

The review shall not affect the collection of duty during the period during which the anti-dumping duty under

paragraph one remains in effect, but if the review is not completed after the expiration of the period during which the anti-

dumping duty is in effect, the Committee shall demand a duty payment guarantee during that period until the result of the review.

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5. Stakeholders' Opinions and Objections Regarding the Review

5.1 Evasion of Anti-dumping Measures Domestic
importers/users agree with the implementation of anti-dumping measures for the products under
review. They further comment that domestic producers of cold-rolled steel sheets should implement measures
to support the industry and ensure its survival, particularly producers of galvanized steel sheets affected by the
import of substitute products such as zinc-aluminum-magnesium alloy-coated steel sheets (ZAM steel). In

2024, the import of ZAM steel from the People's Republic of China increased by one million tons. The

Department of Foreign Trade

clarified that this case is a review of the collection of anti-dumping duties under Section 57 for cold-
rolled steel sheets originating from the People's Republic of China, the Socialist Republic of Vietham, and
Taiwan. However, if the company has sufficient information and evidence proving that anti-dumping measures
have been evaded, it may submit a request to the Department of Foreign Trade for consideration of
countervailing

the evasion of anti-dumping measures. 5.2 Unfair Trade and Product Reservation Conditions

Domestic importers/users have reported that cold-rolled steel sheet manufacturers have expanded
their production lines for galvanized steel, effectively becoming competitors in the galvanized steel sheet
market. This has led to unfair trade practices, including offering prices higher than market prices and requiring

advance reservations and price confirmations for cold-rolled steel sheets 45-60 days before delivery. This has
resulted in significant damage to galvanized steel sheet manufacturers, who are forced to set prices immediately

without knowing what the price of galvanized steel sheets will be at that time upon delivery. The

Department of Foreign Trade's

clarification, based on responses to domestic industry questionnaires and fact-checking at domestic
industry offices, indicates that the domestic industry sets the selling price of cold-rolled steel sheets based on
production costs and current domestic and international market prices. Regarding sales conditions, the
domestic industry requires customers to place orders in advance, as production is made-to-order. If raw
materials are already in stock, production and delivery can take place within 30 days. However, if raw materials
are purchased from overseas, the lead time is approximately 75-90 days, which is similar to purchasing from
overseas. However, purchasing from domestic manufacturers offers advantages, including after-sales service.

Deliveries are made daily and there is no minimum order quantity.
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6. Verification of information facts

The Department of Foreign Trade has verified the facts of the information at factories and offices of domestic industries.
Between 18 — 20 June 2025 at NS-Siam United Steel Co., Ltd. and between 25 — 27 June 2025 at Thai Cold Rolled
Steel Sheet Public Company Limited, it was found that the information on the questionnaire answers
It is reliable and acceptable, with verified information that matches the original and consistent evidence.

The essence of the questionnaire is to use the available factual information, using the information requested to be disclosed.
The domestic industry review found that the People's Republic of China, the Socialist Republic of Vietham and

Taiwan continue to dump cold-rolled steel sheets into the Thai market, with a significant dumping margin.
At the rate of 5.61 percent of the CIF price, 41.61 percent of the CIF price and 3.82 percent of the CIF price,

respectively.

From Table 1, if we consider the import volume separately for each country under consideration, we find that the volume

Imports of goods considered from the People's Republic of China to Thailand are expected to increase significantly in 2024.

It will increase from 22,841 tons in 2023 to 41,454 tons in 2024. In addition, when considering the volume

Total imports from the three countries under consideration are expected to increase significantly in 2024.

It will increase from 26,960 tons in 2023 to 44,662 tons in 2024, or an increase of 66 percent, while
The volume of imports from other countries and the total volume of imports are trending downward.
7.2.2 Data showing the impact on the selling price of the domestic industry
(1) Price cutting is when the price of a product is dumped into the market and the selling price is lower than the selling price of the product.
The same type of domestic industry, which was found to still have price cuts in 2023 and 2024.
Table 2 compares the prices of dumped goods from the countries under consideration with the selling prices of the same products.

From the above information, it is found that the volume of imported goods under consideration tends to increase.
And with lower prices, the domestic industry needs to reduce the selling price of the same product within the country.
To be able to compete with dumped products, this results in price cutting, price suppression and price increase prevention.

(15) The extent of the market dumping margin

Cold rolled steel products in coils and not in coils originating from the Republic of
The People's Republic of China, the Socialist Republic of Vietnam and Taiwan have a dumping margin of 5.61%.
of the CIF price, 41.61 percent of the CIF price and 3.82 percent of the CIF price, respectively.
This shows that without anti-dumping measures, the domestic industry will continue to suffer.

factors 8.1 Determination of trade measures for cold rolled steel products originating from the People's Republic of China

Socialist Republic of Vietnam and Taiwan

Cold-rolled steel products originating from the People's Republic of China are subject to countervailing measures.
Anti-Dumping (AD) and Countervailing Duty (CVD) measures by the United States
Mexico, Malaysia, United States, European Union, Islamic Republic of Pakistan, Canada, Socialist Republic of
Vietnam, the United Kingdom, the Arab Republic of Egypt and the Republic of Turkiye, while the Socialist Republic of
Vietnam is subject to AD measures and CVD measures by Canada, the Islamic Republic of Pakistan and Mexico.
For Taiwan, AD measures have been imposed by the Islamic Republic of Pakistan, including measures under Section 232

of the Trade Expansion Act of 1962 of the United States.
8.2 Export capacity of exporting countries of dumped goods

2022 - 2024, the export volume of cold rolled steel sheets from the People's Republic of China and the Republic of

Vietnam's exports to various countries are showing an upward trend, with ASEAN remaining the number 1 main export

market for both countries. Taiwan has a relatively stable export volume of cold rolled steel sheets and has exports.

Coming to ASEAN, ranked 3rd. In addition, all 3 countries also have a tendency to export cold rolled steel products.

More people come to Thailand
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Therefore, from the information on trade measures for cold rolled steel products originating from
People's Republic of China, Socialist Republic of Vietnam and Taiwan and their export capacity
of the exporting country of dumping goods, so it is possible that if Thailand does not extend the enforcement period
Anti-dumping measures against cold-rolled steel sheets originating from the People's Republic of China
The Socialist Republic of Vietham and Taiwan will import cold rolled steel sheets from all three countries.

It is a large amount and continues to cause damage to the domestic industry.

9. Summary of the review results

From the draft review results, it was found that there is sufficient basis and evidence to believe that if the collection of countervailing duties is stopped,

Dumping will lead to further dumping and damage or recurrence, which can be summarized as follows:
9.1 The possibility of further dumping or revival

(1) The products considered to be dumped in Thailand, with a dumping margin of the products found.

The aforementioned are from the People's Republic of China, the Socialist Republic of Vietnam and Taiwan
at the rates of 5.61% of the CIF price, 41.61% of the CIF price and 3.82% of the CIF price, respectively.

(2) The three countries under consideration still have a large amount of remaining cold rolled steel sheet production capacity.

In addition, ASEAN countries are still important export markets for the countries under consideration, so there is a high trend.

That will be exported more to ASEAN and Thailand in the future.

(3) Cold rolled steel sheet products from countries that are considered to have trade measures imposed on them from various countries.
The People's Republic of China has been subjected to AD and CVD measures by the United States of America, Mexico, Malaysia, the
United States, the European Union, the Islamic Republic of Pakistan, Canada, the Socialist Republic of Vietham, the United Kingdom,
the Arab Republic of Egypt, and the Republic of Tirkiye, while the Socialist Republic of Vietnam
AD and CVD measures are imposed on Canada, the Islamic Republic of Pakistan, and the United States of Mexico. For Taiwan, AD

measures are imposed on the Islamic Republic of Pakistan.

9.2 Possibility of further or recurring damage.

(1) Dumped goods from the considered countries have price cuts and price suppression in 2023 and 2024 and price increase
inhibition in 2022. (2) Even if anti-dumping

measures are applied to cold rolled steel sheet products originating from
People's Republic of China, Socialist Republic of Vietnam and Taiwan, but still import such products.
In large quantities, in 2024 the volume of imported cold rolled steel sheets has a clear upward trend. Therefore, if anti-dumping
measures on cold rolled steel sheets are not continued, it may result in a decrease in sales volume, production, and market share of
the domestic industry. Therefore, the domestic industry must reduce prices.
To compete with imported products, prices cannot be set to cover the increase and decrease of costs, resulting in

Domestic industries are unable to fully utilize their production capacity and continue to suffer losses.
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10. The decision of the draft review results of the TOT committee.

The Board of Directors of the TAT has considered the draft results of the review of the collection of anti-dumping duties
under Section 57 in the case of cold-rolled steel sheets in coils and not in coils originating from the Republic of

The People's Republic of China, the Socialist Republic of Vietnam and Taiwan have resolved as follows:

10.1 To continue to collect anti-dumping duties on cold-rolled steel sheets in coils and not in coils originating from the
People's Republic of China, the Socialist Republic of Vietnam and Taiwan for a period of
5 years because there is sufficient information and evidence that if the collection of anti-dumping duties is stopped, it will result in

Dumping and damages continue or are revived by collecting duties at the same rate and conditions as follows:

to JIS C 2552:2000) and 2) in the case of importing Decarburized steel products for enamel coating (Porcelain Enamelling) with

carbon not exceeding 0.008 percent by weight (referring to JIS G 3133:2004).

10.2 Anti-dumping duty shall be imposed on the import of cold-rolled steel sheets in coils and not in coils.
With a width exceeding 1,550 millimeters under the customs tariff category according to List A and imported by

Companies listed in List B at the end of this announcement originating from the People's Republic of China, Socialist Republic of
Vietnam and Taiwan at 0% of CIF price.

10.3 Anti-dumping duty shall be imposed on the import of cold-rolled steel sheets in coils and not in coils.
Under the customs tariff categories as per List A at the end of the announcement, originating from the People's Republic of China

Socialist Republic of Vietnam and Taiwan at the rate of 0% of the CIF price for imports into

Kingdom for export in the following cases:
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(1) Industrial and commercial operators import goods into the Kingdom and into the Free Trade
Zone for use in manufacturing or for commercial purposes for export under the Industrial Estate Authority
of Thailand Act. (2) Persons

promoted under the Investment Promotion Act import goods for manufacturing for export under
the Investment Promotion Act. (3) Importers

of goods for manufacturing for export under the Customs Act. The

anti-dumping duty at the rate of 0% of the CIF price shall be collected in accordance with the

criteria, procedures and conditions for exemption from import duty for import for export as prescribed by
that law. 10.4 Anti-

dumping duty shall be collected on the import of cold-rolled steel sheets in coils and not in coils under
the sub-category tariffs according to List A annexed to this announcement, originating from the People's
Republic of China, the Socialist Republic of Vietham and Taiwan, at the rate of 0% of the CIF price for
industrial and commercial operators importing such goods into the Kingdom in the following
cases: (1) Imports for use in the electro-galvanized product manufacturing
industry. (2) Imports for use in the hot-dip and hot-dip galvanized product manufacturing industry.
